The Secretary of State, Elections Division coordinates and provides
mandatory yearly training for NVRA agencies and the Department of
Motor Vehicles. This office notifies all agencies throughout the year of
all voter registration cutoff dates and election dates via a "NVRA
Connection" newsletter. This newsletter is used to keep agencies
apprlsed of upcoming elections and deadlines as well as any changes
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Ident1fy any restrictions on the acceptance of voter registration applications such
as paper weight, fax, electronic, mail (for non-NVRA states), batch, third-party
delivery, etc.

The person attempting to register to vote must do so on a voter
registration card approved by the Secretary of State, a voter
registration card distributed by the Department of Motor Vehicles, or a
federal voter reqistration application.
